
Dear Friends, 

 
As I promised last month, July was going to be a busy month for our 

teams in India and Ghana but little did we know how intense the bat-

tle would be.  Since our prayer letter is on our website from month 

to month (www.gospelharvint.org) I am going to go behind the veil 

and not mention names and where we were ministering in India so to 

protect our team members and those who remain behind in India.  

 
First of all let me start with our two teams in Ghana  ð Evangelist Eugene Narh and his 

team of three were in Agogo in the Ashanti Akim North District in the Ashanti Region. The 

project ran from July 8 -21, beginning with a 3-day soul wining and follow up training seminar 

for the participating denomination and their workers.  Over the next ten days, they were in 

17 schools and 17 different venues with their film crusade for a total of 34 meetings, preach-

ing to 11,729 with 6,054 first time decisions for Christ. 

 
Here are some of the testimonies from those days: Mrs. Rosina Atuahene, 55 said, as I trav-

eled round all the villages with the team, my eyes were opened to the reality of anguish in hell and 

the reason why people should not be allowed to go there. We really have a great task and I am com-

mitted to go all out to evangelize; Evans Peprah, 25 said, the seminar has developed my passion for 

lost souls.  Bro. Narh has command over the topics he treated. I feel like I want to listen to him more. 

The atmosphere was exciting when we were paired to share with one another. It was awesome.... I 

wish you were there; and finally Pastor Ernest Aye Hanson, 69 said, the 3-day seminar has been 

very successful and invigorating to me personally. Iõve been challenged to use my life, money, time and 

talent to reach the lost souls. As the chairman of Agogo Local Council of Churches, I can testify that 

the seminar has brought new impetus to the council. We assure you that we'll continue to work to-

gether as a team to see to it that the task is fully accomplished, especially with the follow-up. Our 

desire is that your team comes again to Agogo soon.  
 
Evangelist Godfried Tei and his team worked alongside of 3 denominations; visiting 14 venues, 

preaching to 8,950 with 3,895 first time decisions for Christ. During one of the meetings a 

young lady came forward to repent of her sins. Here is her own testimony:  I was introduced to 

the life of lesbianism when I was 15 years old by a cousin who came to live in our home after the 

demise of her father. I was deep into it when I went to High School and continued with this life until I 

finished University. I have never felt love for a man and always considered myself as a virgin. Until this 

evening, I have never considered lesbianism as a sin. I was among the crowd watching the Pilgrims 

Progress film. At the end, Satan was pointing to those who belonged to him in the cemetery and 

pointed at the audience as targets to be captured next. I was not able to get this finger out of my 

mind and I have been hearing that voice since the completion of the film. She came to Christ and is 

now in counseling and follow-up.    
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Can you imagine these 9,949 people living without hope?  People get saved and lives get changed every month because 

we are aggressively going into the fields where the people are, not waiting for them to come to us.  Thanks for stand-

ing with us in this enormous task.  You are making a difference! 
 

Now, letõs move on to India.  

 
On July 10, nine of us left for India but it should have been ten! Four days 

earlier, we got a call from Ashlie Duncan, a young 30 year old school 

teacher who was to have gone to India with us. To be brief, it seems that 

surgery to an area of her brain to stop some hemor-

rhaging went awry and left her face with a paralysis 

and an inability to swallow. The damage includes 

some ischemic nerve damage to the C7, 9 and 11 

area of her spine, so please keep her covered in 

prayer as she plows through all the therapy that lies 

ahead. She was sorely missed. But thanks to prayer 

she is improving daily. 

 
So we were down to nine.  And we came from the USA, Scotland, Romania and Argentina 

converging on India and the battles ahead.  On Sunday the 13th we were in eight church ser-

vices with 120 coming to Christ.  In one of those services, our young 24 year old evangelist 

from Romania was preaching his first message in English.  While the services were going on, 

two Chinese men on vacation walking down the street heard the singing and came in to inves-

tigate. They stayed for the preaching and came forward to tell Chris that they had received 

Christ and were going back to China as believers!  The following Sunday, we were in six more 

services and 360 came to Christ!  In between those Sundays, our three teams were crisscross-

ing the targeted area and were in 39 schools where we saw 15,960 more decisions!  Not bad 

for eight days work ð 53 venues and 16,800 decisions! 

 
As we were moving into some politically charged areas, we began to see a pattern. About 10-

15% of the heads of these Christian schools were asking us to compromise the Gospel mes-

sage by not saying the name Jesus. After a lot of prayer, we decided we could not do this, so 

we went ahead trusting the Lord. Little did we know what was ahead in the first school meet-

ing on Monday of the second week for Team #2.  Within 15 minutes after completing their 

program to 450 students, with 300 making decisions for Christ, a mob hit the campus. Here is 

the email I sent Dottie that night to be circulated across the world for prayer support: 

 
òI have been meeting with the local organizers for the past 3 hours since I talked with you and here is what has tran-

spired and is transpiring.ó 

  
òFirst of all, one of our pastors and his team of 11 went to a High School this morn-

ing and did their program. While they were packing up and taking the equipment 

out the gate to the van, 25 BJP militants and thugs charged through the gate and 

confronted them with charges of "conversion". They also had TV and newspaper 

media with them, so this was planned out carefully in advance. After filming 30 min-

utes or so of screaming, the police finally came and took them to the station. Dur-

ing this time, there were some families picked out who came and told the police 

that they were trying to convert their children. The headmistress and the owner of 

the school testified that they were invited guests and had been looking forward to 

their coming for 1 1/2 months and those were lies. They told them they were there 

to do songs, skits and bring short stories about Jesus. All of the charges were contrived and planned out ahead of 

time. They had been following us for days and knew when we were leaving the hotel and followed us.ó 
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
